What format is the resource?

The format of the resource will determine where best to
upload it to, decide whether your resource is a video,
image, text document or set of lecture slides. It may be
two or more of the above, for example anlectronic book
containing text and images In this case you might want
to upload the book to a document sharing website and al
the same extract some of themages and upload them
separately to an image sharing website

How do | download a resource?

What format of resource do you want?

The format of the resource you want will determine wher
best to search for iGbagl® &‘
great for finding almost any resource but more often than
not you will not have all of the information you need to
use it. For example you may have found an image that
you want to use but are unsure of its source, authenticity
and whether or not it is copyright protected. Images
found on image sharing websitesre more likely to have |
added value. yy

Decide on dicencetype

Thelicencetype will determine how others will be able
to use and redistribute your work. The most common is a
copyright which requires that someone having found your
resource must ask permission to use it. We however
recommend a relatively new type of licensirignown as
Creative Commons (or CC). A @i&&ncewill allow others
to use your work withouthem needing to ask permission
providing thatcertain conditionsare met, for example, the
author must be creditel when the work is reproduced.

Identify 3% party content

If the resource is totally your own work you can skip this
step. Some resources will contain contributions from
several different people. For example you may have
created a set of lecture $ides containing photographs
taken by other people, if this 8 party content has CC
licensing then the terms of raeleasing the content should
be clear, if not then you should contact the author(s) of the
3rd party material and request their permisien to re
release it. For mordanformation on 3d party content see
page 3.

What will it be used for?

Resources found on resource sharing websites will
usually come with dicencetype; if none is show you |
must assume full copyright. With a copyright you should \
contact the owner of the resource and ask permission to
use it. Sometimes the owner will want to charge for the
resource but it is possible that they never thought to add
a licence and wouldbe happy for it to be used free of
charge. Anotheticencetype that you may see is known
as Creative Commons (or CC). For resources with a CC
licenceyou do not need to contact the owner before use
but they often carry certain conditions. For more
information see page 2.

Upload the resource

You can upload the resource wherever you want and to as
many places as you want (assuming it supports your
resource format).

Search for and download the resource

Searching for resources can take some time to master. |
When others upload resources they appllés, |
descriptions and attach keywords amongst other things.
To find a resource, you will be searching through this data,
so try and think about what sort of words would be
associated with it. Remember that sometimes the perfect
resource that you need mg not have been uploaded by
someone who fully understands it and so associated
keywords, descriptions etc may be more general and
sometimes inaccurate.

3rd party content & permissions

A resource will often contain®party content. This is work that has been done externally and imported into
the resource for example, an image scanned out of a text book and placed into a set of lecture Skithes
downloading a resource you should take care to check that if it comes witHiee@€x the licencecovers all

of the content. Similarly when uploading a resource that contaihpaty content you will need to make
sure that it is okay to reles it under whatevelicenceyou have chosen.

When dealing with releasing a resource containiffgparty content that does not already have a I@@nce
you only really have two options

1. The first is to remover replacethe 3% party content Sometimes this is not a problenin a set of
lecture slides for example, neiechnical images may have been used to illustrate a point. It should
be relatively easy to replace these with suitableliCéhsal images (see page 4).

2. The second option is tattempt to contact the author of the '3 party content and ask their
permission to release it under a di€ence This may be preferable when the content would be
difficult to replace otherwise. Attempting to gain permissions f8rp#irty content can be long,
drawn out process. Businesses can be unwilling to release resources freely and many individuals
have reservations about releasing their work openly for commercial use (restrii@rgechoice).

These problems may arise only after days andkseaf trying to identify and contact the author /
permissions holder.
